Tours shall be limited to one day per week, 


excluding Sundays, and can be conducted from 

the hours of 10.00hrs but the premises must be 

closed to the public by 22.30hrs. The number of 

tours on the chosen day is not restricted.  Each 

tour shall be limited to a maximum of ten people.  

The sale of alcohol in closed containers shall be 

permitted to only those people on a tour.
