Determination of application for review of a Licensing Act 2003 premises licence – Dalkeith Convenience Store, Dalkeith Place, Kettering

A report was submitted to seek the Committee’s decision to determine an application for a review of a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence at Dalkeith Convenience Store, Dalkeith Place, Kettering
It was noted that the license holder of the store was currently being transferred from Milkai Ltd to Pauls Stop and Shop No.2.  Mrs and Mrs Paul were the company operators for both stores, with Mr Paul Senior being the DPS for Pauls Stop and Shop, Montagu Street, Kettering and Mrs Neelam Paul being the DPS for Dalkeith Convenience Store.


Details of the application were provided to the committee.  
PC Murphy attended the meeting and addressed the committee regarding the review application submitted by the Police.  He also commented on the number of empty drinking vessels on the town centre as a result of the new culture of speed drinking which was developing in Kettering.

Mr Sutherland attended the meeting and addressed the committee on behalf of the applicants.  He responded on behalf of Paul Stop and Shop 2 as they were now in the process of being licence holders.
He stated that the problem regarding empty drinking vessels in the town centre would need to be dealt with using the appropriate law, the Licensing Act was not appropriate for this issue.
Mr Sutherland then responded to the evidence in the review submitted by the Police relating to CCTV, serving alcohol to a drunk person, serving alcohol to an underage person and a member of staff not authorised to sell alcohol.
The Committee entered discussions in order to consider the application. 

The DPS of the premises, Mrs Neelam Paul, was questioned by the Committee about her knowledge of the four licensing objectives. She was unable to state the four objectives to the satisfaction of the committee.

Determination of application for review of a Licensing Act 2003 premises licence – Dalkeith Convenience Store, Dalkeith Place, Kettering
RESOLVED
that 

i)
the Designated Premises Supervisor Neelam Paul be removed.
ii)
the following additional conditions be placed on the premises licence;

1. The Designated Premises Supervisor shall possess a “National Certificate for Designated Premises Supervisors” or equivalent nationally recognised qualification approved by the licensing authority and the police prior to appointment.
2. A personal licence holder shall be on duty at all times alcohol is for sale during trading hours.
3. All staff shall be trained in relation to the sale of alcohol to drunks and underage persons and details of this training and training records are to be maintained and produced immediately to the licensing authority or police upon request.
4. Display posters in premises regarding age limit of 21 for alcohol sales.
5. CCTV equipment shall operate within the premises and recordings shall be retained for a minimum of 31 days. A copy of any recordings will be provided to the police upon request.
6. The operator shall ensure that the sale or supply of alcohol to any person appearing to be under the age of 18 years will only be made when appropriate proof has been given to verify the age of the purchaser. Suitable Challenge 21 literature shall be displayed within the store.
7. The operator shall ensure that a refusals register is maintained and kept on the premises in relation to age restricted goods. This should be made available for inspection by the police/trading standards when required.
8. The operators shall ensure that in order to secure the promotion of the licensing objectives, and for the safety of the stores employees, between the opening hours of 7pm and 3:30am on any day of the week, a minimum of two members of staff shall be working on the premises. If at any time during this period the staffing level cannot be fulfilled the store entrance should be secured and all sales made via a serving hatch kiosk.
