TO DETERMINE AN APPLICATION FOR A NEW PREMISES LICENCE FOR DELICIOUS PIZZA (t/a DOMINO'S), 58 ROCKINGHAM ROAD, KETTERING WHERE RELEVANT REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED
A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s decision to determine an application for a new premises licence for Delicious Pizza (t/a Domino's), 58 Rockingham Road, Kettering, where relevant representations had been received.

Details of the application were provided to the committee. It was noted that one representation had been received from the occupier of the flat above the premises relating to noise from the premises in the early hours of the morning.

It was noted that premises in close proximity to 58 Rockingham Road had licenses which required closure at 01.00 am (Sun to Weds) and 03.00 am (Thurs to Sat). The application sought opening hours of the premises from 11.00 hrs to 00.00 hrs.


Mrs Wilcoxson of 58 Rockingham Road attended the meeting and addressed the Committee on the subject of noise disturbance during the early hours of the morning.
RESOLVED
that the Committee was of the opinion that noise disturbance was a matter for Environmental Health. Should a breach of the licensed hours occur, an application for a review could be lodged. At this stage there did not appear to be evidence of public nuisance at the premises and therefore the licence was granted.

VARIATION OF A COMMITTEE DECISION CONCERNING PREMISES LICENCE CONDITIONS – COCOON, 64-70 GOLD STREET, KETTERING


A report was submitted which sought approval to vary a committee decision concerning premises licence conditions at Cocoon, 64-70 Gold Street, Kettering.

It was noted that on 20th September 2012, the Committee had considered an application for review of the premises licence, and that the decision had included a one-month suspension of the licence and a number of new conditions.  Following the decision, the licence holder had lodged an appeal which still had to be heard by the Courts.  Negotiations were ongoing between the licence holder and the authority to review the wording of a number of the conditions. in order to provide clarity of interpretation for all parties concerned.
RESOLVED
that the following revised conditions be approved:-

1.3.2
With the exception of persons aged between 16 and 18 who are employed on the premises, no person under the age of 18 shall be present when alcohol is being sold.

1.3.3
During all trading hours there shall be a member of staff holding a personal licence at every bar where alcohol is being sold.

1.3.5.
At least one member of the exterior door staff shall be equipped with a fully functioning video recording body camera whilst the premises are trading and open to the public. Recordings shall be retained in the same manner as CCTV recordings and made available to the Police and Licensing Authority on demand.  This condition shall not apply if the DPS or licensee has notified the police by email that the body camera has malfunctioned. In the event of malfunction, the body camera shall be repaired or replaced as soon as reasonably practicable as agreed with the police.
