TO CONSIDER A HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVER’S LICENCE WHERE A COMPLAINT HAS BEEN RECEIVED FROM NORTHAMPTONSHIRE POLICE (C1)
A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s decision of the holder of a Hackney Carriage Licence, with regard to a complaint that had been received from Northamptonshire Police.

Details of the complaint were provided at the meeting.  PC Michael Blakely attended the meeting to give further information. The licence holder and representative attended the meeting and provided further information.

The Committee reviewed the applicant’s holding of a Hackney Carriage Licence in the light of him having appeared before the Committee on a previous occasion.  


Having considered all the information provided it was

RESOLVED     We have heard evidence from PC Blakely and from Mr Rao, as well as written evidence by PC Wrigley, a representation from Mr Jadoon on behalf of Mr Rao.  Mr Rao contradicted the evidence of the two written statements from the police officers.  Mr Rao has said that after several minutes he did accept on the night that he was in the wrong.  Mr Jadoon suggested that he only accepted guilt to placate the officers. 

Unfortunately, we have no CCTv footage to corroborate either parties claims.  We are also informed that the Police do not believe that a prosecution would be successful.

Although we are very concerned at the apparent erratic driving of Mr Rao we do not consider that we can take the matter further.  We do however, want to offer another stern warning to Mr Rao and suggest that this is the second time he has been before the committee and a third may not have the same outcome.
