The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of 3 years from the date of this planning permission.

2.
The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved plans and details shown on drawing numbers 13-02, 13-03 and 13-04 received by the Local Planning Authority on 29/05/2013.

3.
The materials to be used in the construction of the external surfaces of the development hereby permitted shall be Wienerberger Oast Russet facing brick, Lakeside Buckingham Stone cast stone cills and heads (colour half-bath) and Sandtoft Antique No. 2 roof tiles
4.
The development hereby approved shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the Environmental Scientifics Group Remediation Method Statement, reference 3894284/Remediation MS V3 approved by the Local Planning Authority on 10 June 2010 and the Environmental Scientifics Group Validation Report, reference 3894284/Validation approved by the Local Planning Authority on 29 October 2010.


In the event that contamination, which was not identified within the above approved documents, is found at any time when carrying out the approved development it shall be reported in writing immediately to the Local Planning Authority. In this event an investigation and risk assessment shall be undertaken in accordance with a scheme to be agreed with the Local Planning Authority and, where remediation is necessary, a remediation scheme shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved investigation, risk assessment and remediation scheme.  Following completion of measures identified in the approved remediation scheme a verification report shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority.

The proposed boundary treatment shall be in accordance with the plan received by the Local Planning Authority on 12/07/2013 and the front boundary treatment shall be a brick wall constructed to the dimensions as indicated on photograph A received by the Local Planning Authority on 15/07/2013 using Wienerberger Oast Russet brick. The development shall not be occupied until the approved scheme has been fully implemented in accordance with the approved details.

LOCAL VALIDATION REQUIREMENTS FOR PLANNING APPLICATIONS


A report was submitted to present the revised Local Validation Requirements to Members for adoption.


It was reported regulations required that where a Local Planning Authority wishes to utilise Local Validation Requirements after 31st July 2013, those requirements need to have been adopted and published within the preceding rolling two year period. The document had been revised in light of guidance published by CLG ‘Guidance on Information Requirements and Validation’ March 2010.
In line with government initiatives on Design and Access Statements, we have sought to reduce criteria to major applications wherever possible. However there are a number of requirements where this cannot realistically be achieved.
Central Government guidance requires that revisions are consulted upon for no less than 8 weeks. An 8 week consultation period has been undertaken, running from 22nd April 2013 to 17th June 2013.  Ten formal responses were received from across the spectrum of consultees.

All consultation responses had been taken into account by Officers when preparing the final document. The responses received had been in support of the document, although some proposed amendments were suggested, where appropriate changes were made.
