At the last meeting of the Forum held on 18th July 2013, Councillor Ian Jelley (Portfolio Holder) attended to explain the Council's processes in respect of reviewing elements of its Constitution.  Members of the Forum noted that a review of the East Kettering Liaison Forum Constitution and Terms of Reference was due to be undertaken to ensure that it continued to meet the Council's requirements now that work on site was about to begin.

On 30th July a letter was sent out to all full and associate members of the Forum, Borough Councillors and all Kettering district County Councillors, together with a document outlining proposals for how the membership and constitution of the Forum might be refreshed. A copy of the existing constitution was also included in the consultation pack (attached as Appendix 1 to this report). The consultation period ran from 1st August to 2nd September 2013.

On 16th October the Executive Committee will consider a report on the consultation responses (including any comments made at the meeting). Any proposed changes which emerge will be formally submitted to the full Council meeting on 18th December for approval.  Any new Constitution and Terms of Reference will then come into effect from 1st January 2014.
