A notification and telephone call had been received from Ms Harper’s representative advising that they would be unable to attend the meeting and requested an adjournment.  Ms Harper advised the committee that she had instructed Narts three weeks previously, however, the solicitor had only contacted her on 15th August 2013 to advise had only been instructed that day.  Russ Howell reported to the committee that a letter from Narts had been received dated 7th August 2013, advising that they would appoint a solicitor and attend the meeting on 16th August 2013.


The Committee retired to discuss the information heard further.  

Having taken advice it was

premises needed to be addressed as soon

Ms Katherine Harper was advised to call the solicitor to take advice before the hearing commenced.  Having made a telephone call Ms Harper returned to the room.

A report was then submitted which sought the Committee’s decision to seek the Committee’s decision on an application for review of a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence.

It was noted that as of 28th March 2013, Ms Katherine Harper became the current premises licence holder and Designated Premises Supervisor.  The Police, Chris Stopford and Alex Gratix (KBC) had visited Ms Harper at the premises on 5th April 2013 to discuss the issues that had been brought to light previously and advised her of the improvements that needed to be made.

Chris Stopford gave details listed in Appendix A, of which had resulted in the need for a review which was submitted on 1st July 2013.


PC Kevin Murphy attended the meeting and gave an overview of the Police representation submitted.  PC Murphy confirmed that he attended the premises with Alex Gratix (KBC) on 5th April 2013 to meet with Ms Harper, as she had taken over as the Premises Licence Holder and Designated Premises Supervisor.

Adam Wallis attended the meeting as a neighbouring resident and gave further information to the committee.  Mr Wallis explained that the incidents were having a severe impact on his family life with his wife and baby daughter.  He gave further information relating to an incident on 19th July 2013, which had occurred outside his property involving violence and drunken behaviour.

Katherine Harper attended the meeting and gave further information to the committee.  She advised the committee that all music had been stopped as of 20th July 2013 and door staff had been employed on Friday and Saturday nights since this date.  Katherine Harper submitted letters from residents closeby, who had confirmed that noise levels were not a problem to them.  
The Committee entered discussions as they felt necessary with the relevant parties.

The Chair advised the attendees of the meeting that due to the length of the meeting and time needed to consider the information in order to make a determination, it was
RESOLVED
that the Committee would make its determination within five working days under Regulation 26(2) of the Licensing Act 2003 (Hearings) (Regulations 2005)
